This is an outreach program to non-church teens. JOY! works on three 

fronts: Evangelism, Discipleship and Training.

When 

a teenager commits to following Jesus they are discipled through small 

group meetings held each week which continues for 3 to 8 years.        Eventually 

they are connected to a church where they grow and learn to 

serve.
